On his recent visit to Monaco Pope Leo  spoke about the importance of Mercy in situations of war:   Faced with the persistence of evil, the pope recalled that God’s justice acts as a source of hope and renewal: “The Lord frees from pain by infusing hope, he converts the hardness of the heart by transforming power into service, precisely while manifesting the true name of his omnipotence:  mercy.”


In this way he assured that it is ‘mercy that saves the world’ because it takes charge of all human existence. “in each of its weaknesses, from the moment it is conceived in the womb until it ages” he added.    ---    Divine Mercy Today

During ‘Urbi et Orbi’  in his Easter Message Pope Leo  mentioned the globalization of ‘indifference’, the ‘indifference’ to violence that we have, even good Christians and good Catholics,” 


“We’ve been desensitized to it,” he said.

 shown us anything,


 it is that power, 


 the all-powerful 


God, wins the battle


 against sin and


 death not by


 violence   or 


defeating it in some


grand gesture of 


war against evil. Rather, he abandons himself, he gives himself in service, he dies for it, and then he rises for it without losing an ounce of his dignity, an ounce of his power.”
